Samaritan’s Purse – Operation 
Christmas Child 
Last year, for the first time, we 
supported this appeal.  The children 
certainly enjoyed the opportunity to 
prepare shoe boxes so we have 
booked a date, 22nd November, for 
collection of shoe boxes from the 
school.   
Since 1990, Operation Christmas Child 

has brought the joy of Christmas to 
more than 47 million boys and girls. 
Last year Samaritan’s Purse in the UK 
sent out over 1.18 million gifts to 
children across Eastern Europe and 
Africa. This annual project enables 
caring individuals, families, schools, 
churches, businesses, and other 
organisations to fill ordinary 
shoeboxes with small toys, school 
supplies, sweets, and other gifts for 
children around the world. 
 
A leaflet is attached to this 
newsletter about how you can take 
part if you wish to and of course you 
can give more than one shoebox.  Last 
year we were able to send over 50 
shoe boxes.
